I. OBJECTIYE:

e. 'llhe parties agree that the objective of the present MoU is to establish a cooperation proglam il
order to collaborate tcrvards the fonnation of students- academics and researchers for the
pramotior and develcp:nant of their respective areas of interest.

2. }IETHOD FOR ACHMYING THE OBJECTIVES:

f. In order to achieve the aforementioned objectives. both parties, in rnutual agreement, shall
develop ccopa:ation plograrns and projects that rvill speci$- the corrunitments each cf thern is to
make for the perfbnnance of said programs.
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3. AREAS OF CO-OPERATION:

g. Wlteteas, SXCNLA. and CSDS recognize that the academic collaboration would be of n:utual
benefit and would provide shengtlrs in research and education and their rnutual interest in
engaging themsel','es in academic cooperation. As per the purpcse of the said ag.reemert, the two
pmties shall collaborate in the following areas:

fle,vearclz Colfuborations: Faculty / Researchers / Students of SXCMA and CSDS cair

collaborate in future research projects that either involve working cooperativeiy with
parhrer institutions and / or cover a research topic with a-n international component.
Activities irclude, but are not iirnited tc. efforts towad develapir:g proposals for
collairorative research, co-authoring publication. conducting joint research projects, or
establishing joint research centers.

11. Faculty Exchange: Faculty rnembers of SXCMA and CSDS can travel between to
parficipafe in activities that can enhance their international I national experience and
knor'vledge and also to fosterrelations between the parties. Actjvities include, but ate nct
Iirnited to, deiivering lectures, teaching a course, taking a sabbatical, acquiring skills for
institntional governance, and developing collaborative research.

iii. Stud€fit Excltunge.: Strdelrts can be givet an opportunity to tr's..;el among parties to
palticipate in activities / events thatwill enhance their international i intercultru"al experience
and knowledge.

1V Prunotiort of inlegratetl stttdies .fttr related studies: The parties can look at integrating
an international / intersultural dirnension into their teaching.research. and service functions
of the Institution which would enable the students understanding on a global perspective.

Cooperate in the exc'hange of information relating to their activities in teaching and
research in fields of mutual interests; sharing best practices adopte.d by each parlies; sharing
af e-content between the parties; access to library and repository se*ices. if possible.

Conduct cultural projects, study tours, as rnutually agreed in r.vriting between the parties
prior to cofirmencernent of this actrvity.

4. FfINDING:
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h. Expenses for airfarq h'anspofiafioll, room and box'd and pers**al expenses of exehange
studonts, teachers or of.Iicers shall be covered by each individual. Studerits will pay their
registration, courses or professional practices at their home college. so that they can be
recognized afterwards.

i. Students, intems and officers shall be responsible for requesting and obtaining tcdgrng $
inquiring with the college. which shall provide er€ry help necessar!, for thenr to obtain safe.

convenient lodging alTangements.

J Financial expenses for (term visits) interaships of ptofbssors and researchers, which r.vill be
ari'anged at the parties' tequest, as lvell as travel expeoses, shall be cor.ered bytbe requesting
institution. No fees will be paid, as the assumption is that the professars I resemchers rsrnain in
their positions at their home irstitution. w'hich will continue topay their salaries.

k. Students, professors, and ofhcers must acquire a medical insurance policy. The universities may
offer them adyice in seeking appropriate insurance.

5. NO EMPLOYMENT RELATIONSIIIP:

I' The parties agree that th-is Agreement shall not be ccnstued in any lnanner as establishing any
kind of par'tuership or bond of a labor nature tretneen them. Thus. inail activities stemming frorn
the presett \'toU aad fi'orn suhsequent specific actiaa plans. the parties are irr the understaading
that, in all cases, employment relationships shall rerrain in foroe betweer the employing
institution and its respective persr:nnel.

6. CRf,,I}ITS / ACCREDITATION:

m. Credits and grades shall be awalded in accordance with the acadernic achievement policies in
force at the Institution,r Flost l*stitution / Goverameat. However, the hornelnstitution i Institution
reseryes the right to accept or reject any accreditatian leading to an academic degree.

n. The H*st Institution shall issue a ceflification recognizing the grades obtained- as rvell as the
hours iuvested or ptojects/papers completed by the students.

7. RIGETS AND DI]TIES:

G. The host Institution is cornmitted to corinseling and supporting exchange students through advice
on acadernic and administrative procedures, as well as to fostertheir integration, inviting and
encouragiug guest students to becorne inr,.olved in student life.
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p. The institutions shall act as facilitators, but they will have no otrligation whatsoever interms of
the actions, behaviors or financial aspects of the students I participants itvolved in the exchange.

q The students / participants shall enjoy the same rights and privileges as regular students / faculty.
and shall observe the nourrs and rules of the Host Institution / Institution and irthe host counfiy.
Any violation of the laws of the receiving counhy and I or the rules *f the Hcst Institution I
Institution by an exchange participant shall be grounds for the imrnediate tennination of the
privileges in the context of this Agreernent.

The host institution agress to assist to provide boardiag. lodging and necessities and to provide
work space, library and laboratory facilities as appropriate.

8. AUTONOMY:

s, This agreement is a statement of intentions and does not invclve, in any instance whatsoever,
any financial obligations between the subscribing institutions.

9. TERM;

t. This MOU shall be effective for a period of five (5) years from the date of execution of this
agreernent. and shall be automaticall-y renewed thereafter for another five {5} 3.ears unless a
written notice to terrniilats or amend this agreement is given to the other party six (6) months in
advance.

u. It is expressly agreed that neither paity shall be liable for damages that they might cause each
other as a result of a forceful suspension of a collaboration program. Causes for forceful
suspension must be explicitly set forth in the action plans.

10. CONFLICT RESOLUTION:

v. Any dispute resulting fi'om the interpretation or application of this A*ereement shall liesettled
through direct negotiation and common agreement l:y the persons delegated to such end by
each Institution. Either party txay propose to the other amodification of the Agreement at anlr
time in writing.

11. ACTION PLA]I{S:
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w. Every work program or specific activigr that is agreed upon between both institutions shall tre
defined through an action plan, r,vhich shall be under the responsibitity of two individuals,
appointed respectively by each Institution, and which shall define the following aspects:

i. Foundations or considerations that warrant the plan for inter-institutional
collaboration;

ii. Objective of the acfion ptan for inter-rnstitutronal collaborafion:

iii. General conditioas of the plan;

iv. Academic conditions of the plan;

v. Administlative and organizational conditions of the plan;

yi. Duration of the protocol;

vii. lntellectualpropefiy:

viii. Differences between the parties;

ix. Developme.nt of the collab*ration pr*ject;

x. Project and/or program to be carried out:

xi. Financial budget;

xii. Reference to the subject of medical insulance and information.

12. CONFIDENTIALI]TY;

x. Each of the parties accepts and declares that every information from the other part1, is of a
confidential natute, is the exclusive property of the latter and has been or will be disclosed to the
fouuer solely with the purpose of enabling the full accamplishmeat of tlre present Agteernent"
For this reasoll, every piece of infonnation provided by ote par$ to the other l"refcre signing this
Agreement andlor during its perfonnance rnust bekept confidential and therefore may not be
disclosed to any third parties.

13. AMENDMENTS:

y. The parties may arnend or arnplifii this Agreernenr tfu'ough agreements in writing to that eff,ect.

Said amendments or additions will be binding on the signatories as of the date of signature. The
pafiies rnay not assign, in whole or in palt. the performance of the present MoU to any third
pafiy, except through pricr and express authorization in writing by troth cf thern,
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A.nd since both parties are in agreernent regardfuig the content cfthe present docurnelt. and asa token ol
confonnity, we sign it in trvo counterparts, both of which will be considered originals.
