Erpenses lor airfare. transportation, ro1m and board and personal expenses of exchange

studenrs. reachers or officers shall be covered by each individual. Students will pay their

regisrratron. corrses or professional practices at their home universiil'. so that they can

be reco gtrized allerwards.
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Students. intems and offrcers shall be responsible for requesting and obtaining lodgrngby

inquiring with the universiry which shall provide every help necessary tbr them toobtain

safe, convenient lodging arrangements.

j Financial expen-(es for (term visits) internships of professors and researchers, r,r,hich will
be arranged at the parties' request, as well as travel expenses. shall be covered bythe
requesting instirution. No fees will be paid, as the assumption is that the professors I
researchers remain in their positions at their home instirution. u'hich u'ill continue topay

their salaries.

k. Students, professors, and officers must acquire a rnedical insurance policy. The

universities may ofl'er them advice in seeking appropriate insu'irnce.

5. I\O E}TPLO\fIENT RELATIOI{SHIP:

i The pafires a,see that this Agreement shall not be constmed in any lnanner as

estabirshing an.v ki-nd of partnership or bond of a labor natu.re betrveen them. Thus, inall
actir ities stemrninq from the present MoU and frorn subsequent specific action plans,

the panies are rn the understanding that, in all cases. employment relationships shall

reilain in force benveen the employing institution and its respectile personnel.

6. CREDITS / ACCREDITATION:

rn. Credits and grades shall be awarded in accordance with the academic achievement
policies in force at the Institution / Host Uriversity i Government. However, the home

university / lnstitution reserves the right to accept or reject any accreditation leading to
an academic degree.

n. The Host Universiry r' Institution shall issue a certification recognizing the grades

obtained. as *'e11 as the hours invesfed or projectslpapers completed by the students.

7. RIGHTS A\D DL,TIES:

o. The host universiry / lnstitution is committed to counseling and supporting exchange

sfudenx through advice on academic and administrative procedures, as well as to foster
their jnteer-ation, inviting and encouraging guest students to become involved in student
1ii-e.

p. The instirutions shall act as facilitators, but they will have no obligation whatsoever in
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terms of the actions. behaviors or financial aspects of the students I participants involved
in the exchange.

q. The students 1 participants shal1 enjoy the same rights and pnr,ileges as regular students /
faculty, and shall observe the norms and mles of the Host Unir,ersiry i Institutiou and in
the host country. Any violation of the la*'s of tire receiving cormtry and i or the rules of
the Host University / Institution by an erchange participallt shall be grounds for the

immediate termination of the privileges in the contexl of this Agleement.

r. The host institution agFees to assist to provide boarding, lodging and necessities and to

provide work space. library and laboratory facilities as appropriate.

8, AUTONOM}':

s. This agreemeat is a statsmeat ef inteations and does not involve, in aay instance

wLatsoever, any financial obligations between fhe subscribing iastitutians-

9. TER\I:

t. This MOU shall be effective for a period of one year from the date of execution of tiris
agreement, and shall be autornatically reuewed thereafter for another flve (5) years

unless a written notice to terminate or amend this agreement is given to the other party

six (6) months in advance.

u. It is expressiy agreed that neither party shall be liabte for damages that they might eause

each other as a resu[t of a forceful suspensiou of a collaboratifil program. Causes for
forceful suspension must be explicitly set forth in the action plans.

10. CONFLICT RESOLL TION:

\:. AuJ' drspute resulting fron'r the interpretation or application of this Agreement shall be

settled thlough direct negoriadon and common agreement by the persons delegated to

such end b1' each universitr' ,' lnstitution. Either party may propose to the other amodihcation

of the -{_u.eeme1li at anv time in rwiting.

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shall be defined through an action plan. which shall be under the responsibiliry of two

individuals. appointed respectively by each university I lnstitution, ffid which shall

define the tbllorving aspects:

disclosed to the former solely u,ith the purpose of enabling the fulI accomplishment of

tire present ,A.gr eenieiil Foi tiris reason, evely piece of infonrration pi-ovided by one palty

to the other betbre signing this Agreement andi/or during its performance must be kept

conhdential and therefore may not be disclosed to any third parties.

13. A}IE}*D}IE\TS:

y. The parties mav amend or amplify this Agreement through agreements in writing to that

effect. Said amendments or additions will be binding on the signatories as of the date of
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si_anarure. The parties may not assign, in whole or in part, the perforrnance of the present

\{oU to any third party, except through prior and express authorization in writing by

both of them.
